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FY 2005 City BUDGET

The City Council will hold public hearings on September 7th and 20th at 7:00 p.m. to adopt a
budget for fiscal year 2005 (October I, 2004 — September 30, 2005). The City’s total proposed
(June 21, 2004) General Operating budget for FY 2005 is $23,155,186, and is predicated on
reducing the total millage rate of the previous year by 0.1000%. Millage is the tax rate levied by a
city on taxable property per each $1,000 of assessed taxable value.

The total City tax is $5.6735 per $1,000 of taxable value, which is lower than last year. The chart
below shows three examples of property values and how the City’s millage rate affects each example
for fiscal year 2005.

The City of Greenacres continues to have the lowest per capita tax of the ten largest cities in Palm
Beach County. Residents may notice an increase in their total tax bill over last year; this is
due to the increase in the assessed value of their property.
